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We’re looking forward to the second Meet-and-Greet on June 2nd for the selected Junior Counselors and Rotarians. The first Meet-and-Greet in April was successful, and we expect a greater turnout for the June 2nd meeting. 
Our new programs include our Senior Counselor Passion-to-Action series, Castaways (a program that evolved from the Matrix activity “Choices”, focusing on the boat activity), Global Leadership (an activity adapted from the “Global Stations” program of last year. This new program focuses on showing kids both the major issues in several nations and leadership initiatives being taken in these areas) and another global leadership activity led by Andrew from the Center of Teaching International Relations. 
Though we haven’t yet officially selected a movie to screen, we agree with the Rotarians that “Bully” would be beneficial to the campers, but we may not be able to get ahold of a copy of the movie. The DVD release date is expected to be in August, after camp.
We’re working with Heather on finishing the manual, which we’ve decided to organize in the manner of an encyclopedia rather than chronologically. Continuing with the Three Ring Leadership theme – “Myself, This Team, Our World” – we’ve decided to add an image of the Three Ring Leadership Logo on each activity page in the manual, as a way to further engage the campers in thinking about how each activity fits into the three rings. 
We’re on schedule to ensure that the YRYLA Week 1 camp is successful and we’re looking forward to positively impacting another YRYLA class!
